B) Report 

i. Title: One Day Study Tour at Fort Naldurg, Armory Museum & Shri. Swami Samarth 
Maharaj Temple & Math Akkalkot. 

ii. Introduction: 
One Day Educational Study tour was organized by the Department of History on 4th 
August 2024 at Naldurg Fort, Fattesingh Bhosale Maharaj Armory Museum and Shree 
Swami Samarth Temple Akkalkot.  

 
iii. Objective of the Program: 

1. To introduce the students to forts and its structure. 
2. To enable students to explore, extend and enrich their learning. 
3. To aware the students to preserve the great historical heritage. 

 
iv. Details of participants: 

17 students (08 Boys and 09 Girls) from BAFY and BASY Class and 02 teachers (01 Male 
and 01 Female) were participated in the Study Tour. 

 
v. Brief summary of the program: 

The Department of History organized One Day Educational Study Tour on 4th August 

2024 at i. Fort Naldurg, Armory Museum & Shri. Swami Samarth Maharaj Temple & 

Math Akkalkot. 17 students participated in the study tour. During the tour, following 

places were visited  

1. Naldurg Fort:-  

It is the largest fort among forts on plain in Maharashtra. It is located in Tuljapur 

taluka, Dharashiv District. It is believed that the fort was constructed by Nalaraja 

(King Nala) and subsequently named after him; along with the city. The unique 

feature of the fort is that it encloses a knoll of basalt rock which juts out into the 

valley of the small Bori River and a long fortification wall with many bastions. The 

attraction in the fort is the Jal Mahal which is constructed in such a way that the water 

of river Bori flow upon the Mahal and forms two waterfalls that are Nar and Maadi 

waterfalls. Uplya Buruj is one of the bastions in the fort from where entire fort is seen.  

2. Fattesingh Bhosale Maharaj Armory Museum:- 

The museum is located in Akkalkot which was one of the princely states in India. 

Fattesingh Bhosale III, king of Akkalkot had a collection of different types of weapons 

and other artifacts. He preserved it in his palace. Today it is a museum. Different types 

of swords, spears, guns, rifles, bullets as well as the skin and heads of animal, pearls, 

eggs of ostrich and many more objects have been preserved in the museum. 

3. Shree Swami Samarth Maharaj Temple:- 

Shree Swami Samarth Maharaj was a saint in Maharashtra. He lived in Akkalkot. A lot 

of devotees come for Darshan in Akkalkot.
