The present textbook for Xl th standard students learning Russian aims at
developing the following four skills of the students, namely

1. Reading
2. Writing

3. Listening
4. Speaking

The competence in each of the above four aspects of language learning are
closely related to each other and hence equal emphasis should be given to
all the four of them. Today the aim of learning a language is being able to
communicate (orally or in written form) in that language and also to be able
to understand communication made (either orally or through writing) in that
language.

These four skills of language acquisition are based on three aspects of
language, namely phonetics, lexicon and grammar. Having a good grounding
in phonetics helps learners to listen and quickly comprehend speech in that
language. It also helps them improve their own diction and speak with
reasonably good diction and pronunciation.

It is recommended that the teachers focus on the phonetic aspect of Russian
initially , especially the first four to five weeks making the students read out
loud , making the students do phonetic drills, paying attention to palatalization,
stressed and de-stressed  vowels, voiced and voiceless consonents and
intonation of various types of sentences like narrative, interrogative and
exclamatory. Some pointers are given in the textbook immediately after the
alphabet. As fun element some tongue twisters are also given. (Especially for
sounds that may be alien to learners from Maharashtra and also some for
palatalization)

In this introductory course, the teachers can also introduce the learners to
printed script and the cursive script. Since the learners are required to acquire
a new script it is advised, that the teacher take a lot of practice by way of
reading out loud exercises, Dictations, quizzes for finding words having similar
sounds etc. The learners apart from acquiring new vocabulary learn to
distinguish between animate and inanimate objects, genders of the nouns




denoting these objects and their plurals.

The grammatical constructions which are required to conduct day to
day conversations include nouns and their forms in Nominative, Prepositional,
Accusative and Genitive Cases, adverbs, adjectives and their declensions as
per gender and number, Verbs (both transitive and intransitive, as also the
verb of motion uaTH).

The vocabulary, which the learners are expected to acquire is given at
the end of the text book. It consists of approximately 900 words. Most of
the words given in the vocabulary are used in the texts and the exercises.
However there might be stray instances, where the words are not given in
the vocabulary. The teachers are supposed to explain them.

Language learning process also generates a tremendous curiosity about
a different culture, different people. Keeping this in mind, we have provided
a lot of visual and information stimulus to the learners. They should be
encouraged to use the resources available online and share them with
friends.

Within the classroom, the teacher should adopt communicative approach,
encourage dialogue and interaction. The teachers are expected to encourage
speech in Russian within the classroom. The teachers should also initiate
some extra-mural activity like poetry recitation, wall journal, scrap book
about Russia etc. This gives a lot of boost to the learners motivation and
makes the language learning process more enjoyable.

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( BASIC RULES OF RUSSIAN PRONUNCIATION )

1. Stress

In a word, only one vowel is stressed, all the other vowels are reduced. The vowels
that undergo significant reduction are -a -o. When these vowels are not stressed,
they sound like the 'a' in but. When stressed they are longer like 'a' sound in far and
'o' like goal respectively.

The vowels - u and -y when not stressed are short like the i sound in thin and u
sound in put respectively. When stressed they are like the ee sound in seen and oo
sound like spoon. Vowel ' € ' is always stressed.

2. Palatalization
There are two groups of vowels in Russian they are as follows :

Nonpalatalizing vowels a, 9, 0, Y, bl

Palatalizing vowels a1, e, &, 10, U

Whenever the palatalizing vowels follow a consonant, the preceding consonant
is softened. The tongue moves to the roof of the mouth or the palate. The
softness 1s also indicated by the soft sign -p like the word mars.
Palatalization is especially important in case of -7 and -T.
Compare the pronunciations of the following words.

3. Voiced and voiceless consonant

Voiced consonants 0 0,
Voiceless consonants Iy

There are pairs of voiced and voiceless consonants in Russian. When the voiced
consonants come at the end of a word, they are pronounced like their voiceless
counterparts. For example :

rox (ror) 3y0 (3ym) Apyr  (Zpyx)
Voiced consonants which have voiceless counterparts are also devoiced at the
beginning and in the middle of a word if they precede a voiceless consonant.
For example :

Bcerga (dcerma) ommnoOKa (OIIUITKA)

The teachers are requested to make the learners read out aloud the words giv-
en as a part of alphabet and vocabulary for reading practice. The same words
can be used for writing practice.
4. The '"7 Naughty' Consonents are 'Lk, X, k,4,urm.' They never combine
with vowel 'vr'.

Gender of Nouns in Russian :
In Russian Language the gender of noun is decided as per its ending.

In Masculine gender (oH) :
A consonent ending noun is masculine in gender.

Examples:

kapangam (pencil), ypok (lesson), yuéonuk (textbook), cron (table), ctyn (chair),
Béuep (evening), mécsn (month), marasun (shop), 3aBox (factory), MoOMIBHHUK
(mobile), mkad (cupboard), ropon (city), koctiom (suit), Hox (knife), crakan
(glass), opar (brother), nuBan (diwan)...

In Feminine gender (ona) :
word ending in 'a', 's' are included.

Examples:

kuura (book), pyuka (pen), ¢adpuka (factory), mepéBus (village), Mocksa
(Moscow), cromuma (capital), ynuna (street), mammna (car), peka (river),

cymka (bag), pyoamka (shirt), konbaca (sausages), n0xka (spoon), Tapénka (plate),
Bwika (fork), myna (moon), koOMHara (room), mocka (black board)..

Note: There are some small number of nouns in Russian which end in '»'. It
is required to memorise their gender. They can be either Masculine or Femine.

Examples:

Masculine: Feminine:

neHb (day) HOUYb (night)
noptdéns (brief case) TeTpaas (note book)
cioBapb (dictionary) wIomaas (square)
pyons (Rouble) nBepb (door)

In Neuter gender nouns (oHO0):

word ends in 'o' or 'e.

In Russian language verbs are conjugated in the present tense. It means they have
forms that vary on the basis of person, number and gender.

There are two types of conjugation patterns in general.
The first pattern is called e - Conjugation.
In this type, a verb takes the endings -1o(y), -eliib, -€T,-eM,-€Te,-I0T.

Most of the verbs which end in -ate are conjugated in this manner.
